Questions to Ask When Choosing a College

1. Do I want to go to a 2 or 4 year college? What degrees are available?

2. Does this College have THE PROGRAM I want to pursue?

3. What are the admission requirements?

· GPA

· ACT – is the writing portion needed?
· Recommendation letters

· Essay

4. Total enrollment and breakdown of each class from freshmen to seniors?
5. Average number of students in a class, and number in lectures?

6. Faculty ratio per student?

7. Percentage of PHD’s?
8. Number of classes taught by TA’s (teaching assistants)

9. Student organizations? Intramural sports?
10. Academic Calendar – Fall, Spring semesters?

11. Types of housing?
12. Tuition/costs per year in-state/out-of-state? How many credits is this based on? Guaranteed for entire college stay? What is the cost per credit hour?

13. Cost of room and board, required fees, books and supplies?

14. Financial Aid – What forms are needed and when are they filled out? Types of aid available?

15. Computer availability?

16. Are freshmen allowed to have cars on campus? Yearly parking fees? How far is parking from on campus housing?

17. Average time to walk from one end of the campus to the other? Security phones accessibility?
18. Consider the distance between college and home – how many miles and how long does it take? Are trains or buses available between?

19. How would I schedule a campus visit and when is the best time to go? Could I sit in on a class?

20. Consider location – large or small town, climate, outside activities such as a movie theatre or bowling alley.
